Thursday, November 18 is the annual Great American Smokeout -- a day thousands of 

American smokers join together and commit to be smoke-free for twenty-four hours. 

 

Each year, 443,000 Americans die from smoking. That’s more than all the deaths caused 

by alcohol, cocaine, and heroin use; HIV/AIDS; homicides; suicides; motor vehicle 

crashes; and fires combined! 

 

The Great American Smokeout is an opportunity to take the first step to living smoke-

free.

There’s no such 

thing as a safe cigarette.
