For many people, drinking alcohol is a regular part of social occasions, but moderation is 

important. Binge drinking is defined as having four or more drinks on an occasion for 

women or five or more for men. 

 

A recent report highlighted binge drinking among women and girls; one in eight women 

and one in five high school girls binge drink. This dangerous behavior puts them at 

increased risk for injuries, violence, unintended pregnancy, sexually transmitted diseases, 

heart disease, and breast cancer. 

 

If you choose to drink, do so in moderation – up to one drink a day for women or two for 

men.
